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 Our Little Birch vegetation committee met four times over the past six months to help determine 

what we need to be doing to help determine the future planning of Little Birch Lake. In these meetings, 

which included a tour and weed identification of the lake, we have drawn up a five year plan that should 

be finalized and handed out at this years annual meeting. We believe that this plan will help in the long 

term vegetation outlook for the lake for years to come and will benefit all lake shore owners.  

 Thru our investigation and work, we have found out that all of us have to be more vigilant about 

the lake. Part of our plan will be to have òcaptainsó, named by you, to help everyone identify some of the 

lake problem weeds such as milfoil and curly leaf pond weed and some of the good weeds also such as 

chara òmuskgrassó and bulrushes that help the lake, lake shore, and provide cover for many species of 

fish that we have in the lake. These captains will be trained by people in the know such as the DNR. 

 In the long run we hope that all the landowners will learn the weeds, both good and bad, that 

are in front of their places as well as those around the lake. 

 The first steps have been taken. To complete the plan will be up to you. We need your help! We 

need volunteers to become captains of òsmall groupó landowners. Please help!! Call someone on the 

Board.

Vegetation Plan  
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       This past summer we took 48 secchi disc readings at four sites on Little Birch. The readings indicated 

water clarity was not as good as the past several years. This was probably due to the hot dry summer 

and an increase in watercraft activity on the lake. Although the average  reading was 8 feet. From May 

through September the water  was cloudy and green. Basically from the 90 degree Memorial Day weekend 

through  August. From June 22nd until August 30th the clarity readings remained  at 5 feet. Then as the 

weather turned cooler and there was less watercraft activity, the water cleared up and we had readings up 

to fourteen feet by mid September.

        Loons;   The adult loons left Little Birch early in September and this years chicks stayed on the Lake until 

November 17th. We'll be looking for the return of the adults as soon as the ice goes off.  This is usually in 

early April. The chicks will remain in the wintering  areas until they mature, usually two or three years, then 

will return  to this area again.  In the meantime we are being entertained with an  abundance of bald eagles 

around the lake. On December 1st when the lake froze over there was a small flock of coots in a small open 

area near the east point. Soon an eagle was there feeding on a coot he caught.  Before long eagles came 

from all over and were feasting on  what mother   nature provided them {coots}. A total of eleven bald ea-

gles were there at one time. Quite a sight. When they left there were eight coots that  had survived. They 

were gone  the next morning. I guess they decided not to stay around for  the eagles breakfast and headed 

south. So it goes with nature.

 Here goes:   Last September electro fishing yielded the largest walleye catch ever with 41 fingerlings 

and 27 yearlings. This was short of the numbers we needed for the OTC study. Little Birch anglers so far this 

winter contributed  3 fingerlings and 24 yearlings.  So we have 51 yearlings on hand which is plenty.  We 

don't need any more yearlings. We are about 6 walleye short on the fingerlings.   If you get some fingerlings 

(less than 8") let us know, but don't make a big effort to get them.  2007 is a fingerling stocking year under 

the revised stocking plan.  We plan to stock 548 pounds or 16,500 OTC marked walleye fingerlings which 

ever we reach first this fall.  Little Birch Lake is scheduled for a full lake survey July 23 thru 27.  We will be out 

doing bass electro fishing in May and natural reproduction checks and vegetation evaluations in August as 

part of the survey.  Thanks a lot for your help!!  We will let you know when we get the O.C.T. study walleye 

evaluated.
